1.	ALL DEAF PEOPLE SIGN.
	 (No. People who lost hearing after 

learning language often do not sign. 
The consumer is the best source for 
the appropriate accommodation.)

2.	ALL DEAF AND HARD-OF-
HEARING PEOPLE CAN READ 
LIPS SO THEY DON’T NEED 
TEXT.

	 (No.  Only 30% of speech is 
understood by expert lip-readers.)

3.	ALL REAL-TIME COURT 
REPORTERS CAN PROVIDE 
CART. 

	 (No. Special training is needed for 
CART Providers.)

4.	COURT REPORTERS DO 
THE SAME JOB AS CART 
PROVIDERS.

	 (No. CART Providers often provide 
CART for conferences with counsel 
and jury deliberations, for example.)

5.	AMPLIFICATION DEVICES 
ARE ENOUGH FOR ADA 
ACCOMMODATION.

	 (No. These do not help persons with 
severe hearing loss or deafness.)
